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Value of Residual Weed Control in Soybeans : Gary Coates, CCA 
With this season’s wet weather it was difficult to make timely post-emergent herbicide 

applications.  A way to protect the yield potential of your soybean crop is to use a residual herbicide.  
Below is a field showing the weed control between a burndown + residual program (left) vs. 
burndown only on the right.

You will be asked for your crop stage, expected yield, price per bushel, and weed types, heights, and 
densities.  An example of the results provided is below.  In this scenario, a yield loss of 2.6 bu./ac. or 
nearly $25.00 can be realized.  This can easily cover the cost of a residual herbicide.

 As more CRP, hay, and pasture acres come into row crop 
production it is imperative to produce more on the remaining 
forage acres. Hay production removes a high amount of essential 
nutrients due to the complete removal of all above ground plant 
material 2 to 4 times a year. Replacing those nutrients improves 
yield, quality and better winter survival. Pastures can be improved 
with proper fertilization to handle more livestock per acre with 
higher quality forage. 
 A good precision soil test program is required to apply to 
the areas that need fertilization. Manage fertilizer dollars by not 

applying to high testing areas that will not respond to more fertilizer. Summer is a great time to GPS 
soil test and fertilize to maximize profits.

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Early Preparation for Fall Recs:Brandy Hodges 

We have had great success with our spring soil sampling program 
in the past few years.  One of the biggest reasons is due to the fact that 
growers and retailers have plenty of time to make decisions on 
recommendations for fall spreading. Although the time between spring 
sampling and fall application can be anywhere from 4-6 months, there 
are times where recommendations aren’t finalized until a few days 
before application. Late August or early September is an ideal time to be 
finalizing recs and having spread files made. This minimizes waiting on 
files and growers making rushed decisions on fertilizer rates. It also 
gives the applicator the opportunity to spread right behind the combine before any tillage is done. 
This timeframe also gives retailers the chance to go over their growers’ fertility plans more 
thoroughly and overall is less stressful for everyone involved.
